The Berwick Health and Wellness Foundation
was created in November through the sale of
the Berwick Hospital from nonprofit to for-profit
ownership. The following year, the Foundation
awarded its first grants totaling S1.2 million to
nonprofits serving the Berwick community.

2004

Youth in Philanthropy started in 2004 in the
Berwick School District with the purpose of
engaging high school students in community
giving. The program has grown to include over
200 young philanthropists.

2013

The Foundation surpassed 100 individual
charitable funds, established through the
unique passions and stories of local donors.
The Danville Area Community Foundation was
welcomed as an affiliate foundation.

2018

The Bloomsburg Area Community Foundation
was welcomed as an affiliate foundation.

2024

The Foundation saw exceptional
growth in 2024. Highlights
included onboarding the
first impact coordinator,
celebrating the first
scholarship luncheon, and
cohosting a new regional
nonprofit conference.

Through 25 years of milestones and memories, Community
Giving Foundation celebrates the collective legacy of everyday
people who continue to give back to the communities where
they live, work, and play. Over 2024, the Foundation profiled

2003

The original Foundation
transitioned to a regional
community foundation in
June. The Central Susquehanna
Community Foundation’s mission /nc/uded
a broader footprint along the Susquehanna
Valley to serve a variety of charitable needs.

2006

The Selinsgrove Area Youth Foundation and

the Sunbury Area Health Foundation were both
welcomed as affiliate foundations. The regional
Foundation also achieved national accreditation
for the first time, demonstrating a commitment
to exemplary operations and stewardship.

2017

The Women’s Giving Circle was created

to provide grants that empower, connect,
and inspire local women and girls through
collective giving.

2020

The Foundation led sustainability and recovery
efforts in the wake of COVID-19, distributing
over $650,000 through the Disaster Relief

Fund and other funding. In December, the
Foundation revealed a new brand and name—
Community Giving Foundation—celebrating
the philanthropic spirit of the community and
its impactful legacy.

Through a hands-on approach to giving and grantmaking,
Youth in Philanthropy empowers high school students across
the region as they work together to create visible impactin
their schools and communities. Students learn about the
meaning of “philanthropy”, the nonprofit structure, and
importance of volunteerism. They survey their peers to build
local needs assessments, and then organize their own grant
round to support local youth programs.

This fall marked the 21st year of the program, which has
experienced tremendous growth over its remarkable history.
In 2024, a record 18 school districts and 250+ high schoolers
joined the program, including new groups from the CSIU,
Milton, and Shamokin. Students will award a collective

$90,000 in local grants this coming spring. Learn more at
csgiving.

Four grant finalists presented their proposals during
the Women’s Giving Circle 2024 annual meeting in
July. Taking an active role in the grantmaking process,
members cast their vote to decide final grant awards.
Beyond Violence and Dwell Orphan Care received
$10,000 each to support their initiatives in our

region. Central Susquehanna Opportunities, Inc. and
Bloomsburg Children’s Museum each received $500 for
general organization support.
